The Chairman opened the meeting with his Happy New Year greeting and informed the committee that he had been talking to Dennis Barrett (League Patron) who was in good spirits and requested copies of the league minutes to keep up to date with League affairs. 
Minutes of the meetings. 
Held on Wednesday 24th November were read and accepted. 
Matters Arising from the minutes. 
League Secretary to circulate the idea of all clubs having an officially registered referee on their books in-case of referee shortages. This was in the last minutes, but will be raised with all Clubs at the Club meeting in February.

As there has been so little football since the last meeting, there was nothing specific to add to this section that is not covered in the rest of the meeting. 
Correspondence

Email received from Cheltenham Civil Service asking if the offer to email results by 10am on Sunday morning was still an option as it was offered whilst the Results secretary was unavailable. This was only offered during Ben Hill’s unavailability and it was felt by the committee that most clubs wanted to know the results on the Saturday evening. However this could be raised at the AGM and voted on by clubs if this was a desired outcome.
Churchdown Panthers Shirts – It was reported by a referee that he felt the new shirts worn by Panthers were predominantly black in colour. The club provided a photograph of the shirts for consideration. It was decided that in accordance with league rule 9A on page 24 of the handbook that with immediate effect Churchdown Panthers will not be able to play in Cheltenham League sanctioned matches in the current shirt. League Secretary to notify the club of this decision without delay. 

Referee’s fee – Email received from Apperley & Tewkesbury Dynamos of a high fee from a recent home game. Referee’s Secretary confirmed that this was his mistake and he had appointed a referee who indeed had to travel some distance to officiate on the game and the fee was correct. Referee’s Secretary to email the club to offer his apology. 

Letter handed to League Secretary via John Hunt from Matt Harvey – Secretary Star FC.
This was regarding their game v 66 Star United on the 25/09/10. Slight confusion arose as to whether the game had actually been ordered to be replayed. It had actually been ordered to be replayed but this had not been conveyed in the minutes – to which the League Secretary apologises. 
Matt also queried who would be eligible to play in the re-arranged fixture – As per rule, any player that is eligible to play can play. 

Matt also queried additional travel and kit laundry costs for the re-arranged fixture – Costs to be sent to the league secretary and this will be looked into.

Treasurers Report.

Matt Neave reported that the accounts were in good shape. He further reported that the League had worked hard with Woodmancote to assist them in dealing with their fines at a time of flux in their club organisation with change of Secretary and other management positions.  
Referees
Carl Williams reported no current issues. 
Carl further reported that the League had used a referee during the bad weather before Christmas to inspect some pitches which involved a lot of running around. 

The Committee agreed to pay £10 to the referee concerned for his valiant efforts. 

League Secretary to contact the referee to arrange this. 
Fixtures.
John Hunt reported that he had just re-arranged 145 games and the League was currently 4 weeks behind schedule.
The County Cup and Charities Cup were also playing catch-up and things are beginning to look very tight, but John was hopeful that the League would still be able to finish on time. 
This weekend Naunton Park is out of action due to burst pipes, so all games scheduled have been moved to the Burrows. 

Promotion to the Northern Senior League – John is still progressing this issue with Dave Purser on the NSL but it appears that the Cheltenham League are struggling at this time for a ground with the required facilities to enable a club to seek promotion. 

Letter received from Prestbury Rovers seeking re-arrangement of their game on 5th Feb v Northleach Town due to unavailability of players. Prestbury highlighted several areas such as 9 players out with long term injuries and 5 players returning to University. The request however was mainly due to a Stag Weekend over the weekend including the 5th Feb. 

The Committee deliberated and in light of all John’s work re-arranging 145 games and possibility of more bad weather to come, it was decided to refuse this request. Prestbury will be expected to fulfil this fixture. League Secretary to contact Prestbury Rovers and inform them of this decision. 

The Chairman offered a vote of thanks to John for all his extra work re-arranging all of these fixtures.
Registrations.  
Phil Tustain had nothing else to add other than the rule offences as above. 
With the amount of fines for player registration, Phil felt the situation where players sign on pitch-side needed to be looked at again as this practice has lead to delays in clubs getting the form to Phil and then the clubs picking up fines.
