Constitution
Presentations had been sent previously for folks to review.

1. Registrations
Lots of questions coming in from Clubs asking if they can start signing on players. AG confirmed that CCS have already affiliated. INM confirmed that online registrations are available on Wholegame. 
League affiliation not yet opened up by the GFA and this is expected by the end of the month. 

Action on IH to request information from the GFA on League and Club affiliation as well as holding our AGM. The following response already received from Chris Lucker:


Could you send a message out to your members that they can start their affiliation on Whole Game, please?  Since the launch on 2 June 240 clubs have affiliation underway leaving 350 that haven't started.  Current Club secretaries should have received instruction by e-newsletter at the start of June and again in another e-newsletter circulated today.

Under current circumstances, flexibility to the arrangement of the AGM is permitted.  We've supported 5 Leagues to host on-line AGMs .  Another has postponed their one until July in the hope that a projected restart of grassroots football is known.  The AGM needs to take place before you complete the League sanction but the delay won't stop you starting it.
Email received from Phil Hendy (Andoversford) as follows:

I just wanted to check what the registration process was going to be this coming season? As you likely know from 2021/22 it will be mandatory to use online only consent and registration. Some leagues are adopting this early and going ahead with it. 
From a Northern Senior point of view we have been selected as one of 5 clubs to trial this. I am confident it will work well as all the groundwork (emails etc.) has already been put in place from our point of view. 

I wondered whether I could therefore request that we do the same process for the Cheltenham league. I am happy to be a guinea pig for the league. It will certainly save a lot of paperwork from my perspective!
