Minutes of the League Management Meeting held by Microsoft Teams on Wednesday 25th November 2020 at 7pm.

1. Actions
INM asked for help in identifying what he had not already and he      would address this. Action on all. Complete.
Action on INM and MP to catch up weekly to address this issue. Complete.
Action on MP to send dates to INM where he has noted gaps as he wants to get his referees allocated to games asap. Complete.
2. League Secretary – IH
GFA have now heard the case of the abandoned game between AFC Cheltenham and Newton Reserves and have given us the go-head to decide on the outcome in accordance with our rules. 

GFA decision as follows:

Both teams were charged under FA Rule E20 for causing the abandonment and both charges found Proven.  I can now permit the League to decide on the outcome of the match according to SCoR.

As the Referee did not send off players prior to the abandonment, two from each team were also charged with misconduct due to their violent behaviour.  These charges were also found Proven and each player will serve a 3 match suspension from all football (including a ground/venue ban) when football is permitted to restart after the current lockdown.

Below is the decided action:

In cases where a match has been abandoned owing to the conduct of both teams or their Club member(s), the Management Committee shall rule that neither Team will be awarded any points for that Competition Match and it shall not be replayed. 
Action on IH to email both clubs and include a warning to their future conduct as behaviour of this nature that caused the abandonment is not acceptable on the Cheltenham League. 
Match between Tewkesbury Town Reserves v Worcester City Royals abandoned after 83 minutes due to a serious injury will not be replayed and the result at the time of abandonment will stand. Organising an extra game during the present circumstances is a major driver behind this decision. Acton on IH to email both clubs. INM to check Fulltime is up to date. 
303 Squadron still suspended, and have fines outstanding for the GFA. Action on IH to email 303 as this seems to have been a regular occurrence since their membership of the League. They will need to settle these fines prior to be permitted to play again. 
Report and pictures received from FC Lakeside Reserves v Prestbury Rovers on the state Prestbury Rovers left the side of the pitch and the changing room. (Litter and empty bottles left lying around) IH has emailed Prestbury to inform them that this is not acceptable and further action will follow if this is repeated. 

Already had 3 firm enquiries for next season. 

Great league write-ups (Rob M) now appearing in the new fortnightly Cheltenham Post free news-paper. 

Charity presentations to take place as soon as lockdown is lifted. 
3. Fixtures Secretary – INM
INM is finalising all fixtures to the end of the season. 

All teams will have played their opponents once prior to the end of January. 

INM to sort out duplicate fixture on the 12th December on Tewkesbury AWP. 

The Senior Charity Cup competition will be pushed back until later into the season once the League fixtures are known and understood. 

4. Referees Secretary – MP

5th December all games covered, 12th December all games covered, 19th December, some shortage, but hopefully will cover. 

5. Results Secretary – BH

All good for Ben. 

6. Registrations Secretary – PT

Registrations still coming in. 1512 registrations so far. Transfers coming in as well. 

Question from AW about Transfers – is the 7 days still in force. If clubs want the 7 days, PT will await, if both clubs are happy, then it goes through. PT will hold if clubs are still owed monies or raise an objection. Action on IH to email clubs with this information so they understand this process as it may have been confusing. 
7. Treasurer – IS

IS reports: All Fines Up to Date and received on time!
I am pretty good with all clubs, and I do give them chasers 1 week prior to the deadline date!

Bank Mandates - I do need to get these amended following the change of Chairperson. However, I don't think this is too urgent and COVID-19 makes this tricky!

I might be stuck for signatories if this can't be changed by the time of the Charity Presentations, so if this is the case, I suggest presenting the 3 charities with the BIG Cheques, but make payment directly.

It is easier to do so, and much more sensible in these times!

Registrations / Transfers - Will email clubs prior to Xmas Break about this change of process, and then send invoices in the NY.

Charity Cup – Future running to be reviewed in terms of finances.  
8. Discipline Secretary – TH

10. AOB

SH raised on the Tier that we will be operating on when football returns. We will have to wait to officially be told prior to clubs acting in accordance with the rules in place by the Government. Clubs to ask the ground provider if they will open the changing rooms. Action on IH to send an email out to all clubs to ask their provider to open changing rooms especially as the winter is here. 
BH raised a change of logging into full-time from the 30th November, changing from user name straight to email. IH to email to clubs to ensure they know of this change.
